DESIGNED FOR GOQD. In beginning, everything is right with everything else.

Design for world; each other; relationship with God. The Bible says, “Very good.”

Gen 1:26-27,31 God spoke: “Let us make human beings in our image, make them
reflect our nature, so they can be responsible for ... Earth itself’ ... God created human
beings; he created them godlike, reflecting God’s nature... God looked over everything

he had made; it was so good, so very good! (MSG)

DAMAGED BY EVIL. When God in charge, it was a wonderful world. But we

wanted to be in charge so that all creation & everyone in it could be used for our own

benefit instead intended designed purpose.

Rom 1:28-29 Since they didn’t bother to acknowledge God, God quit bothering them
and let them run loose. And then all hell broke loose: rampant evil, grabbing and
grasping, vicious backstabbing. They made life hell on earth with their envy, wanton
killing, bickering, and cheating. Look at them: mean-spirited, venomous, fork-tongued

God-bashers. Bullies, swaggerers, insufferable windbags! (MSG)

RESTORED FOR BETTER. But God loves world too much leave it that way. He

came to planet as Jesus 2000 years ago & started something new.

Col:19-21. From beginning to end (Jesus) he’s there, towering far above everything,
everyone. So spacious is he, so roomy, that everything of God finds its proper place in
him without crowding. Not only that, but all the broken and dislocated pieces of the

universe—people and things, animals and atoms—qget properly fixed and fit together in




vibrant harmonies, all because of his death, his blood that poured down from the cross.
You yourselves are a case study of what he does. At one time you all had your backs
turned to God, thinking rebellious thoughts of him, giving him trouble every chance you
got. But now, by giving himself completely at the Cross, actually dying for you, Christ
brought you over to God’s side and put your lives together, whole and holy in his
presence. You don’'t walk away from a gift like that! (MSG)

SENT TOGETHER TO HEAL. Jesus invites us to join this movement against evil
by going into the world and helping to heal it.

Luke 4:18-19 God’s Spirit is on me; he’s chosen me to preach the Message of good
news to the poor, sent me to announce pardon to prisoners and recovery of sight to the
blind, to set the burdened and battered free, to announce, “This is God’s year to act!”
(MSG)

If you chose Circle 1, and you think the world is all wonderful, well we've already talked

about how the world is pretty messed up, so you would be avoiding reality. The

invitation for you is to see the world how it really is.

If you chose Circle 2, it might be because you are overwhelmed by the evil in the world

and even the evil in your own heart. Jesus responds by giving us two great things hope

and forgiveness.

If you chose Circle 3, it might be because we are followers of Jesus but were not a part

of this healing in the world, Jesus wants to make it clear that if we are not a part of this
then we are a part of this, and we've made faith about what we can get out of it and
what it can do for us and in so doing we are the exact opposite of loving God and loving

our neighbor.

If you chose Circle 4, it's because you want to be part of healing the world, but we don’t

know how Jesus or spirituality fits into all that. The rub is this there is a lot of evil in the
world, and the only way to give to lasting response lasting good in the context of evil is
through love. We can't do it through our anger we can’t do it through our hatred through
our pride or our fears, we have to do it through love. And Jesus in his love for us offers
us a chance to be fully loved in ourselves, and that spreads out in our relationships and

in our attitude toward the world.
No matter which circle you chose, Jesus wants us to respond in two ways:
. He wants us to have a change of mind, a complete shift in perspective to say that we

don't want to live like this anymore and we see it your way, and we ask Jesus for

forgiveness we are sorry for living this way.




2. Jesus also wants us to trust him: to trust his way of seeing the world; to trust what
he’s doing in the world; and to ultimately to trust him so much to allow him to be the
leader of our lives so he can change us on the inside... then change our relationships...
and then he can bring healing to the world through us. So how does it sound do you

want Jesus to be the leader of your life?

My Story Tool is simply:
e |dentifying the top 6 high points & hard times that have shaped your life.
e Then chronologically drawing a picture for each of the 6 events.

e Then you title your life story.




Why do this?

We all are living inside 3 stories. My story. Our story. The story. In God's

overarching & grand Story, we know that He's been working all along through the
stories of all of our lives, to prepare us for the next step He wants us to take as
we participate in His Story.

Most of the Bible is written in story. God could have just dropped a big rule book
or systematic theology book & say "here is what to believe.” But He didn’t. The
Bible contains more than 450 stories of people just like us.

Most people have experienced their story, but few people have interpreted their

story. Even fewer can articulate their story, in a way that helps them find their

place in God’s story. But that’s not the case for many of the influential characters
in scripture.

Here is a_simple process to help you move from recounting the primary

experiences in your story and then to interpret them... to decipher the work God

has done & is doing. When that happens, your past will not only shape your

future, but can also fuel your future. Then we want to help you articulate your
story by naming it... titling it.

A final reason why we want to do this My Story Tool,_is that it can act as a practical tool

in helping further develop authentic community with others in your family, group or on

your team. We believe that developing genuine relationship is as important as studying

& knowing truth.

We want a simple process that can help us better...

Know & be known

We want to identify the people that we would share the mission of God. If you use this

tool, a couple of times a year, you'll never run out of people to share the mission with
and disciple.

1. Home, immediate and extended family.

Write down three to five different names of people in your home. Sometimes we don'’t

realize that we can share the mission of Jesus with our kids, spouse, etc. Also, it might

be not just your nuclear family, but close friends who are always in your home. Or it

could be those that that are extended family.
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2. Neighbors, the people who live around you
Write down three to five names of people in your neighborhood. Who are the people

that live next to you or across the street from, or down the road from you? These could

also be people you see at the pool.

3. Work, your coworkers and regular customers or clients

Write down three to five names of people in your neighborhood. Who are those that you

could be of some support to? Who are those that you have some level of influence

with?

4. Play, the people you get together with for recreation and hobbies

Write down three to five names of people that you do some form of recreation with.

Who do you play golf with or bike with? Who are those that you have similar interests

with?

5. Church, the people you worship and serve with

Write down three to five names of people that you regularly see at church. Who among

them might need to have mission expanded in their lives? Who are new people your

church that you've met?

6. Favorite Places, patrons and staff in businesses you frequent.
Write down three to five names of people that you reqularly see at your favorite places.

Is it your coffee shop... or you see at the park regularly... or see you at the grocery

story?

7. School, your classmates if you're a student or parents of students if you're
parent, or faculty.

Write down three to five names of people that you reqularly see at your favorite places.

8. Other, anywhere else you're involved in your community, including divine

appointments.
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Write down three to five names of people that you regularly see that don't fit any of the

other categories.

Most people have no idea how many people are in their life... people they regularly
see and have some level of influence with. These are people that you can uniquely live
out the gospel with and potentially disciple.

Some people go through this tool, and have few people on the list, besides church.
That's when you know you’ve lived an isolated life. It also can cause you to realize that
maybe the most spiritual thing you can do next is to go join a club of some type or get

out in your neighborhood.

Reflection questions to ask with this tool:

e Once you have the list, let's do the person a peace test on it.

Ask the question of each person on the list: “Are they moving ‘toward’ me in relationship
or ‘away’ from me? Or are they neutral?

e Use one of these 3 categories (toward, away, or neutral) and place one of them

next to each of the names you listed.

a new character skill, competency skill, spiritual skill, vocational skill or
recreational skill.

e This tool represents how Jesus developed the men and women in his life. It is a
major factor why the movement of Jesus has continued to expand for more than
2000 years.

Stage 1: Unconscious Incompetence—you don’t know what you don’t know. Your
enthusiasm is high, but your experience is low. Your confidence is high, but your

competence is low.

Stage 2: Conscious Incompetence—you begin to realize what you don’t know. Your

enthusiasm is low, and your experience is low. Your confidence is low, and your

competence is low.

Stage 3: Conscious Competence—you begin to grow in your competence and

experience. Your enthusiasm and experience are growing. Your confidence and

competence are building.

Stage 4: Unconscious Competence—you do things naturally and confidently without

hardly thinking about them. Your enthusiasm and experience are rooted. Your

confidence and competence are well founded and secure.
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Now let’s add another layer on top of our matrix that represents the Journey of
Discipleship. Notice how the posture of both disciple/student & leader/discipler shifts

with each phase.

Moving from Stage 2 of being a loyalist to Stage 3 of being a learner, usually involves

going through some sort of difficulty, regarding what they're trying to learn to do.

Other times, difficulty will find them on its own. It can feel like a pit or the valley of the

shadow of death. Learning whatever one is setting out to do, often proves to be far
more difficult than first imagined. The key is to stay in the pit long enough, so you

can mine out the real gold that is in the experience.

The transition from Stage 3 to Stage 4, involves lots of practice. One needs to be

involved in specific practices of mastering discipling tools that takes the teaching of the

If you want to lead your group through an entire book of the Bible, then the
recommendation would be to start in the gospels, using the book of Mark. It is the

shortest and, in some ways, the easiest to learn of the four Gospels.

Group Guidelines:

Read these five guidelines to the group as you beqin the first several sessions of your

Bible Study.

Everyone shares in sentences, not paragraphs.

Focus only on what this passage is saying, not on other passages.
Focus only on what this group is seeing.

Give people time to respond. Silence is OK.

The facilitator should facilitate discussion, not teach.
