Luke 1:67-79

 Belong: (Ice Breaker)

Who told you about Jesus? Was it one person? Several?  Share your story!

Believe:

Read  Luke 1:67-75
As you listen to these passage, what stands out to. you?
How is Jesus described by Zechariah?  The picture he paints of Jesus is filled with
HOPE!  How does this encourage your heart today as we prepare to celebrate the
birth of Chris this week? What is one practical way you can let this type of HOPE
overflow from your life during the Christmas season?

 Read Luke 1:76-79
Zechariah also gives the life purpose of his newly born son—John. What 3 things
does he say John will do?
Read 1 Peter 3:15 - as you listen, what stands out to you? 
What does it look like for you to give a reason for the hope you have but with
courtesy and respect to others? Can you give an example of when you’ve seen this
type of testimony modeled? Who do you know who does this well? 
Read Acts 20:20-21, what stands out to you?

How can you be prepared to teach the Good News of Jesus Christ to other? (Note:
Examples might be read the Bible consistently, be ready to share your personal story, invite
someone to church and talk about the message, etc.)
